Course Description:

Building on the basic orchestral instruction provided in Orchestra CP, Concert Orchestra offers continued
instruction in string instrument techniques, ensemble performance and musicianship.

Students will read, notate and compose
music, and will study, analyze and compare the elements of music in different time periods. The
evolution of musical styles and genres throughout history will be studied, as well as differences in music
and instrumentation across various cultures.
