Course Description:

This is an intensive one-year course that focuses heavily on composing music while covering everything
from music theory fundamentals, music history, world music and music analysis. Standard musical
terminology and notation will be taught and used extensively. Students testing for IB Music will be
guided through a series of compositional exercises through a personal music portfolio to be submitted in
March. SL and HL options are available, and students can choose to take the class without taking the IB
Music exam.

Grading:

Grades will based mainly on participation, weekly homework, quizzes/tests, composition submissions
and final project (for students not testing IB).
