The chart below indicates a typical COLLEGE PREP course progression for students who take Geometry H in
their freshman year. Students typically take one math course per year so that they end up with the fourth
math class of the sequence during their senior year. Pay close attention to the prerequisites! Any deviation
from a math sequence should be discussed with the Math Department Chair and your counselor.
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
