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“Newcomer is an umbrella term for foreign-born students who have
recently arrived in the United States. Newcomer students may

include, but are not limited to, asylees, refugees, unaccompanied
youth, undocumented youth, migratory students, and other immigrant

children and youth identified by the local educational agencies.
Newcomer students come from many different countries and diverse

cultural backgrounds. These students come to school with various
levels of education experiences and speak a variety of languages,

which may or may not include English.” (CDE)
